Sutton Benger Parish Council
The Minutes of Sutton Benger Parish Council held on Wednesday 13th March 2013 at the Village Hall, Sutton Benger.
PUBLIC FORUM

The Chairman welcomed the two public members attending the meeting.  Mr N Hodnett is concerned about the amount of fly posting appearing on telegraph posts around the village and wished to remind those present that as detailed on Wiltshire Council’s website, fly posting is prohibited. Cllr Taylor did point out that Wiltshire Council is an offender with their planning notices which they never remove. It is understood that some of the fly posting may be done by people unaware that this act is illegal and wondered if it would be appropriate to remind people of this fact.  Cllr Liddell read out an extract detailing some legal facts about fly posting and Cllr Workman passed to the Clerk a notice which had been previously issued some years ago reminding the public to use alternative methods of advertising their events and not to fly post.  

Action: Clerk to issue a reminder to the village groups/organisations asking them not to fly post. This notice should also be put onto the Parish Council’s website.
Mr P Smith voiced his disappointment with the Parish Questionnaire, disagreeing with the wording in relation to his Post Office.  Councillors agreed that the sentence on the first page should have read ‘94% of residents who responded will probably use the Post Office in the next 6 months’.

APOLOGIES 
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors D Alexander and E Pope.
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST 102 (12-13)
Cllr Parry-Jones declared his interest to item 16 Allotments on the Agenda as Chairman of the Sutton Benger Allotment Gardeners Association.
Cllr Taylor in relation to item 20 Nomination of Church Piece Trust stressed that while she did not have any pecuniary interest in the Church Piece Trust, she did want it noted that she is the current nominated trustee.
MINUTES OF 16th JANUARY MEETING 103 (12-13)
Amendment to paragraph 98 Cllr Workman did not confirm that he would organise the litter pickers and plastic bags.  
Noting the above amendment the minutes of the January meeting were agreed as a true record of the meeting and signed by the Chairman.
PARISH PLAN 104 (12-13)
Cllr Taylor stated that she felt the questionnaire results were the raw data.  Cllr Stevens confirmed that the published results of the questionnaire were most of the raw data with explanations to summarise some of the questions where needed. Cllr Craig felt that the results gave a very good feedback on how parishioners felt about the village.  It is recognised that there is still some work to do and that it was acknowledged that while there were some reservations to the questionnaire it does give a good starting point to take the drafting of a Parish Plan forward.  Cllr Craig also felt that the questionnaire had stimulated conversation in the village showing a high level of interest from parishioners and that the parishioners do care about the village. The hard work and effort Mr Carlyon has put into the Parish Plan to date was acknowledged by all.  It was agreed that Mr Carlyon should proceed to the next steps.
CORRESPONDENCE 105 (12-13)
The Clerk read out the main items of importance.  Some of this correspondence has been circulated and a full list is available from the Clerk.
DEVELOPMENT CONTROL 106 (12-13)
Cllr Craig had circulated a full report regarding Planning Applications prior to the meeting; this forms part of the minutes and is available from the Clerk.  Following the actions from the last meeting Cllr Craig confirmed that after the open consultation morning with the villagers, the Parish Council had submitted its responses to planning application N/12/04072/REM Faccenda Redrow Development and application N/13/00011/FUL Hazelwood Farm Gleeson Development.
Action: Cllr Craig will write a follow up letter to the planners for both the Faccenda and Hazelwood developments. 

It was noted that no response to date has been given by the Parish Council in respect of the Compton Bassett planning application to construct, operate and permanently retain a waste recovery facility. Discussion carried over to agenda item 19 the B4069.
Cllr Craig asked Councillors if they could feed views on developments raised by parishioners back to the planning committee. Councillors emphasised that plans are on the PC website, allowing the public to comment.  Parishioners also have notice of planning applications prior to Parish Council Meeting and that this information is displayed in a public space by Wiltshire Council Planners.  

HIGHWAYS 107 (12-13)
A highways report was produced and is available from the Clerk and forms part of these minutes. 
Cllr Workman confirmed that Sutton Benger had been successful in its bid to secure funding towards providing two additional dropped kerbs in the village.  These will be located on Chestnut Road at the junctions with Sutton Lane and Bell Piece and will ease the passage for wheelchairs, mobility scooters and childrens’ buggies.  Councillors were reminded that the Parish Council maybe required to match funding for this project to the previously agreed sum of £1,500 the details of which are to be confirmed.
Wiltshire Council has a new Road Network Manager Kirsty Rose who is responsible for the gateway scheme to be installed in the villages along the B4069 up to Lyneham.  She has determined that the land to the west of the village on the north side of the B4069 is owned by Wiltshire Council and it can now proceed with putting up the gates at this end of the village.
For the first time Cllr Workman has received a full and comprehensive list of works to be carried out in the village from Highways. Some of these items have been actioned; others are scheduled to be carried out in the near future with others having been put forward for bids (outcomes to be determined).  The list forms part of the minutes and can be obtained on request from the Clerk. Cllr Davis mentioned the trench at the eastern end of the village that is forming along the side of the road on the High Street.  Cllr Workman is aware of this and is in the process of raising it with Highways. 

Action: Cllr Workman
Action: Cllr Liddell to email Phillip Greenhill to establish ownership of hedge on Sutton Lane which requires cutting back.
Cllr Parry-Jones raised the issue of the dangers being created by parents parking on the pavement opposite the school when children are walking this route to get to the school crossing.  He asked if it is possible for Highways to put down chevrons to stop the parking.  Cllr Workman reminded Councillors that this had been discussed with Highways but they would not consider it, as this is not an area which could be sufficiently enforced because it is not a highly policed area.  Cllr Workman did confirm that the post which had been knocked down would be replaced.
Action: Cllr Parry-Jones is to draft a letter to Highways to ask again about the chevrons and also if  Highways can recommend what can be done to solve this ongoing problem. The letter is to be passed to the Clerk for circulation prior to being sent out to Highways.  
Cllr Workman pointed out that the Voluntary Agreement between Wiltshire Highways and the hauliers discouraging them from travelling along the B4069 was perhaps missing a covering letter which is why what was circulated seemed sparse.  
TRANSPORT 108 (12-13)
As Cllr Alexander was not present at the meeting there was nothing to report
PERSONNEL 109 (12-13)

SCHOOL LIAISON 110 (12-13)
Nothing to report
POLICE LIAISON / NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH 111 (12-13)
Cllr Liddell having gone through the new Crime Commissioner’s draft policy felt that it had addressed the issue he had raised in January’s meeting. There was no further action to be taken.
Action: Cllr Liddell will arrange the ordering of the neighbourhood watch signs.
EMERGENCY PLAN 112 (12-13)
Cllr Parry-Jones has nominated Councillors for the emergency planning training session but to date has heard nothing more.
Action: Cllr Smedley will upload the Emergency Plan onto the website.
RIGHTS OF WAY 113 (12-13)
The tree which has fallen down, bringing with it some of the Faccenda fencing, has now been cleared 

Action: Cllr Davis is to get in touch with the relevant individual to arrange for the clearance of the footpath leading from Seagry Road into Park Lane.
FINANCE REPORT 114  (12-13)
From April 6 2013 the PAYE Real Time Information system will take effect; this will require the Clerk to receive payments from the Council monthly.  The Clerk will record these payments using the RTI mechanism provided by HMRC just has been done previously using the Basic PAYE system and in accordance with the agreed salary payments.
Preparations will be made for the internal and external audit.

ALLOTMENT 115 (12-13)
It was resolved to accept the lease agreement between the Sutton Benger Parish Council and Sutton Benger Allotment Gardens Association; the lease having been distributed to Councillors prior to the meeting.  Councillors agreed that Cllr Liddell would sign the agreement on behalf of the Parish Council. 
Action: Cllr Liddell 
The issue of the rain shelter being erected on the allotment site has been carried over to May/July’s PC meeting.
BEST KEPT VILLAGE (BKV) 116 (12-13)
It was noted that the issues raised by the judges for the BKV were still unresolved; these were broken paving stones near the Village Hall, damaged Notice Board and repairs required to the War Memorial.  
Action: Clerk, to pass to Elaine Smith of the PCC grant information on repairing War Memorials. 
Action: Clerk to contact the CPRE organisers of the BKV on how to provide supportive information that the outstanding issues from last year are in the process of being addressed.
Action: Clerk to contact village groups about the forthcoming BKV tidy up campaign. 
Action: Cllr Workman to organise the litter pickers.
Action: Cllr Stevens to liaise with the school for potential involvement with the BKV tidy up campaign.

Action: Cllr Smedley to produce flyers as part of the BKV tidy up campaign. 
DOG FOULING 117 (12-13)
Clerk read out the Village Halls response from Mrs A’Bear in relation to the issue of dog fouling raised in a letter from a parishioner. It was agreed that the Parish Council would offer its support to the Village Hall Committee on any actions they wished to explore.  It was further resolved that this would be an item for discussion at the APM in April. 
Action: Clerk to respond to the Village Hall on the above.
B4069 INCREASE IN HGV USE 118 (12-13)
Action: Cllr Craig to draft response on Compton Bassett planning application to extend its waste facilities site.
Action: Cllr Workman to draft response on St Johns Farm, Dauntsey Lock, with reference to its planning approval for providing a liquid fertiliser plant and the impact of the associated heavy vehicles this will have on the B4069.
There was a discussion raised on a roundabout being provided at the Faccenda entrance site to support the new development.  This was raised during the outline process of the application and the request for this would need to come from Highways; unfortunately this isn’t something which highways is appearing to support.  
Cllr Parry-Jones raised the issue of S106 monies which appears never to have been raised by planners in the first instance for the various houses which have been built over the last ten years or so.  Cllr Liddell agreed to write a letter to the planning office stating the Parish Councils concerns over this matter.
Action: Cllr Liddell
PARISH COUNCIL NOIMINATION OF A TRUSTEE TO THE CHURCH PIECE CHARITY 119 (12-13)
Cllr Liddell proposed that Cllr Taylor should continue her role as the Parish Council nominated trustee to the Church Piece Charity.  The motion was carried. Cllr Liddell will write a letter to the PCC to confirm this position.
Action: Cllr Liddell
There will be a special event in the Church on the 20 April between 2pm to 6pm to celebrate the 20th anniversary of the Church Piece Charity’s re-establishment and there will also be an exhibition of village history. 
WEBSITE 120 (12-13)
The website continues to grow as more information is added.  Available for viewing are the main significant planning applications, Neighbourhood Watch, Parish Council notices, village events, Election information in addition to the Councils meeting agendas and minutes.  Cllr Smedley reported that the most visited sites were the planning applications, Parish Plan Questionnaire and walks around Sutton Benger.
ELECTIONS 121 (12-13)
The notice of elections will be displayed from Friday 15 March.  Cllr Liddell stated he had a provisional  draft leaflet detailing the coming elections and notice of the Annual Parish Meeting.  It was agreed that in conjunction with Councillors Taylor and Smedley he would produce a final draft which could then be printed and distributed as a flier.  
Action: Cllr Liddell and Cllr Smedley to work on the flier.  Cllr Taylor will put the election information in the Parish Newsletter.

Action: Clerk to obtain the cost of this and present at May’s Annual General Meeting of the Parish Council.
Action: Clerk to obtain quotes for maintaining the chestnut tree in Cowley Way.  
APM/AGM123 (12-13)
The flier mentioned above would incorporate information about the Annual Parish Meeting.  It was resolved to fund the production of the flier.  Ideally this should be sent out by Saturday 23rd March.  It was resolved to cover the following subjects at the Annual General Meeting: Dog Fouling; Wiltshire Good Neighbours inviting Jenny Plummer; Invite representative from the NPT; John Carlyon to discuss the Parish Plan; Cllr Liddell to invite Parvis Khansari Service Director for Highways and Transport. 
Action: Cllr Liddell and the Clerk
Contribution from Cllr H Greenman – The issue of S106 monies not received for new housing stock was raised with Cllr Greenman. Cllr Greenman understood the Parish Council’s frustration on the matter and as reported at the last meeting had looked into the matter.  Cllr Greenman clarified that it is for the Local Authority to raise the S106 and for a single new build the standard amount is £26,000 which goes into a central pot towards affordable housing.  This will change when the New Core Strategy is adopted and S106 will be replaced by the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL). Cllr Greenman also noted that a good way to trigger the S106 or CIL payments was to raise the issue of a contribution to Open Space.
