How to Object to the Land at Gate Farm 90 houses Planning Application – on-line deadline of 5th Feb 2026
Planning Ref: PL/2025/09825 – Land at Gate Farm, Sutton Benger
Everyone has the right to comment on this planning application. Individual objections do make a difference, especially when they raise planning (not personal) issues
Step 1: Find the application
1. Go to the Wiltshire Council Planning Portal : https://development.wiltshire.gov.uk/pr/s/
1. Search for PL/2025/09825
1. Click on the planning application number
1. Select the Comments tab
1. Click “Comment on this application"
Step 2: Use planning reasons (not personal concerns)
When objecting, focus on planning matters. Below are examples you may use in your own words.
You do not need to include every point — one or two well-explained issues are enough.
Step 3: Choose one or more planning reasons
Conflict with the Neighbourhood Plan
· Sutton Benger has an adopted Neighbourhood Development Plan (March 2025).
· The plan confirms that no further housing is required.
· This proposal conflicts with the plan-led planning system.
Over-development of the village
· Sutton Benger has already had significant recent housing approvals.
· Adding 90 more homes would be disproportionate to the size of the village.
· The scale and pace of development would amount to over-development.
Disproportionate housing growth
· Housing numbers in Sutton Benger would have increased by nearly 80% since 2011.
· This is far higher than the national average.
· Such growth is unsustainable for a rural village.
Traffic and highway safety
· Traffic levels at the western end of the village are already very high.
· Speeding is a serious and well-documented issue.
· Extra traffic from 90 homes would make conditions less safe.
Pedestrian safety
· The Parish Council has had a pedestrian crossing feasibility study accepted, triggering an official survey.
· This shows that traffic conditions already pose risks.
· Additional traffic would worsen safety for pedestrians.
Lack of sustainable transport
· The village has a very limited bus service.
· Cycling routes are not safe.
· There are no local shops or services, so residents must rely on cars



Drainage and sewerage capacity
· Sutton Benger has an old drainage system.
· Capacity issues already exist.
· The application does not clearly show that the system can cope with more homes
Pressure on the primary school
· Sutton Benger Primary School has limited remaining capacity.
· Already approved developments are likely to fill this.
· Further development would place unacceptable pressure on local education.
Loss of rural character
· The development would urbanise the western edge of the village.
· It would harm the rural character and identity of Sutton Benger.
· The scale is not in keeping with a rural village setting.
Step 4: Keep it simple
· Use your own words
· Be polite and factual
· Focus on how the development affects the village, not personal issues
Even a short comment such as:
“I object due to over-development, traffic safety concerns and conflict with the adopted Neighbourhood Plan.”
is valid.
Step 5: Submit before the deadline of 5th February 2026
· Make sure your comment is submitted before the consultation closes.
· You can also upload supporting documents if you wish (optional).
Final reminder
The Parish Council has submitted a formal objection, but individual resident comments are still very important. The more planning-based objections received, the more weight they carry.
